GOT CONFLICT?
The Manitou Springs Restorative Justice Council has been working in our community since 2006 resolving conflicts and disputes.  We have successfully resolved over 100 cases with a 90% satisfaction rate from victims, offenders and community members.  Cases primarily have been referred through the Manitou Springs Court and from the Manitou Springs High School and Middle School.  In addition to the cost savings from deferring cases out of the courts, we have successfully mended relationships and empowered people to resolve their conflicts by collaboration and discussion.  We have created community where there was discord.
Restorative Justice is a process that emphasizes repairing the harm arising from offenses rather than seeking punishment.  We sit down with someone who has committed an offense and the victim of the offense, along with supporters and community members and come to a resolution that everyone can agree upon in order to repair the harm.   We can also assist you with a conflict with a neighbor, co-worker, landlord/tenant, customer or anyone else before it escalates to the point of requiring police intervention or a court appearance. 
The Manitou Springs Restorative Justice Council has trained mediators and facilitators with lots of experience in resolving conflicts.  We are also sponsoring a Restorative Justice Conference on September 17, 2009 if you are interested in learning more about the restorative justice process.
